Doha, Qatar; November 23 2020: The first-ever hybrid edition of the 8th Ajyal Film Festival,
presented by the Doha Film Institute (DFI) held from November 18 - 23, announced the
winners of the Ajyal Jury Competition and Made in Qatar Awards at a festive closing
ceremony at Katara Cultural Village yesterday with simultaneous live broadcast at Ajyal’s new
Drive-In Cinema at Lusail.

DFI delivered an adapted Ajyal Film Festival 2020 experience with a balance of virtual and in-
person elements in line with government guidelines and with the health of all Ajyal participants
as the top priority.

Among those in attendance was H.E Sheikha Al Mayassa bint Hamad bin Khalifa Al Thani,
Chairperson of the Doha Film Institute, who delivered a special online message to the Ajyal
jurors and the audience.

The Made in Qatar jury was comprised of filmmaker
Kamal Aljafari, composer Dana Al Fardan, and producer Marie Balducchi.

The international Ajyal Jury — many who participated virtually from around the world — selected
this year's Ajyal Jury Competition Awards winners. Jurors were divided into three age
categories: Mohaq (8-12 year olds), Hilal (13-17 year olds), and Bader (18-25 year olds) to
evaluate a selection of 22 feature films, including Sun Children, 200 Meters and Their
Algeria, and 58 shorts, including Woman of Steel, How My Grandmother Became a Chair
and The Present.
